(Times New Roman, Sentence Case, Font Size: 10, Single Line Spacing, Justified) (Maximum: 5 keywords)

Methods can be mentioned with appropriate references.  Methods of statistical analyses used need to be mentioned where relevant.
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION (TIMES NEW ROMAN, BOLD, UPPERCASE, FONT SIZE: 11)
(Body Text: Times New Roman, Sentence Case, Font Size: 11, Justified, Line Spacing: 1.15)
Results and discussion can be presented either together or separately.
Results: Results have to be concisely and logically presented.
Discussion: Data essential for the conclusions emerging from the study need to be discussed.
Equations: 
Each equation should be numbered in parentheses and aligned with the right margin.

Figures and Tables:
Citing Figures:
A figure is any illustration or image other than a table, such as a graph, photograph, drawing, or map. Figures should be appropriately described in the text before being inserted and referred to as (Figure 1). Use bold styling for the word “Figure” and the number (e.g. Figure 1). Leave one-line space before the figure and one-line space after the caption. The Figure caption should appear directly below the figure without any space between the figure and the caption.

ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS (TIMES NEW ROMAN, BOLD, UPPERCASE, FONT SIZE: 11) (if any)
Should be brief and made for specific scientific, financial and technical assistance.  All those who have made substantial contribution to the research but do not qualify to be authors should be acknowledged.  (Times New Roman, Sentence Case, Font Size: 11, Justified, Single Line Spacing)
REFERENCES (TIMES NEW ROMAN, BOLD, UPPERCASE, FONT SIZE: 12)
All research work of the authors, when used or referred to or cited, should be correctly acknowledged in the text and in the references.
Citing references in the text:  References must be indicated in the text as per the Author–Year system, by the author’s last name and year, in parenthesis (Able, 1997) or (Able and Thompson, 1998) or (Able et al., 1997)
The list of references should be arranged in alphabetical order based on the last name of the first author (List of references: APA referencing style (7th), Times New Roman, Sentence Case, Font Size: 11, Justified, Line Spacing: 1.15).
